I KNOW THAT THE BIBLE IS THE WORD OF GOD 
2 Timothy 3:16-17 (August 11, 2024) 

...have heard from the one who sent me, and he is completely truthful.” 
27 But they still didn’t understand that he was talking about his Father. 
28 So Jesus said, “When you have lifted up the Son of Man on the cross, then 
you will understand that I AM he. I do nothing on my own but say only what the 
Father taught me. 
29 And the one who sent me is with me—he has not deserted me. For I always 
do what pleases him.” 
30 Then many who heard him say these things believed in him. 
31 Jesus said to the people who believed in him, “You are truly my disciples if 
you remain faithful to my teachings. 
32 And you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.” 
 
TWO PRELIMINARY CONSIDERATIONS FOR THIS SERIES 
 
1. Our idea of Christ, our mental picture of this marvelous and wondrous 
Figure must be right. For this we need to guard our idea of Christ from: 
 

(1) Manmade religious ideas of Christ 
(2) Somewhat soft and sentimental image of Christ that comes from some of 
our traditional hymns 
(3) Our own mental picture of Him 
 

Hebrews 13:8 
8 Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever. 
 

Solution: Go back to the original source over and over again – The Gospels in 
the New Testament – to have the right picture of Christ as our mental image of 
Him. 
 

2. Jesus was revealing, in this present time-and-space setup, the nature 
and the character of God - in so far as He can be revealed in a human being.  
 

John 14:8-9 
8 Philip said, “Lord, show us the Father, and we will be satisfied.” 
9 Jesus replied, “Have I been with you all this time, Philip, and yet you still don’t 
know who I am? Anyone who has seen me has seen the Father! So why are 
you asking me to show him to you?

Prophecies about the Messiah: Micah 5:2 fulfilled in Matthew 2:1–5; Isaiah 7, Isaiah 9, 
and Isaiah 53 about Christ; Psalm 22 about the crucifixion of Christ; 53:9–12, fulfilled as 
recorded in Matthew 27; Zechariah 11:12, fulfilled as in Matthew 26:15. 
 

56 But this is all happening to fulfill the words of the prophets as recorded in the Scrip-
tures… Matthew 26:56a 
 
5. BECAUSE OF ITS E_________ - L_________ Q____________ 
 
24 As the Scriptures say, People are like grass; their beauty is like a flower in the field. 
The grass withers and the flower fades. 25 But the word of the Lord remains forever. 
And that word is the Good News that was preached to you. 1 Peter 1:24–25 
 

21 “And this is my covenant with them,” says the LORD. “My Spirit will not leave them, 
and neither will these words I have given you. They will be on your lips and on the lips of 
your children and your children’s children forever. I, the LORD, have spoken!” Isaiah

16 For I am not ashamed of this Good News about Christ. It is the power of God at 
work, saving everyone who believes - the Jew first and also the Gentile. Romans 1:16 
 

12 For the word of God is alive and powerful. It is sharper than the sharpest two-edged 
sword, cutting between soul and spirit, between joint and marrow. It exposes our inner-
most thoughts and desires. Hebrews 4:12

· Our salvation depends on understanding the gospel message of the Bible. 
· Our assurance depends on resting in the truth of the Bible. 
· Our spiritual growth depends on living by the principles of the Bible. 
· Our power in witness depends on the confidence we have in the Word of God.

6 REASONS WHY WE KNOW THAT THE BIBLE IS THE WORD OF GOD 
 
The Bible is shown to be the Word of God: 
 
1. BECAUSE OF ITS S___________________ A_________________ 
 
(1) The Earth Is Suspended in Space. 
 

7 God stretches the northern sky over empty space and hangs the earth on nothing. 
Job 26:7  
 

16 All Scripture is inspired by God…  2 Timothy 3:16a 
 

(2) The Earth Is Round, Not Flat. 
 

22 God sits above the circle of the earth. The people below seem like grasshoppers to 
him! He spreads out the heavens like a curtain and makes his tent from them. Isaiah 
40:22 
 

21 for prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy men of God spoke as they were 
moved by the Holy Spirit. 2 Peter 1:21 
 

34 That night two people will be asleep in one bed; one will be taken, the other left. 
35 Two women will be grinding flour together at the mill; one will be taken, the other left. 
36 Two men will be working in the field; one will be taken, the other left. Luke 17:34-36 
 

(3) The Stars Cannot Be Counted. 
 

22 And as the stars of the sky cannot be counted and the sand on the seashore cannot 
be measured, so I will multiply the descendants of my servant David and the Levites 
who minister before me. Jeremiah 33:22 
 

(4) The Blood Circulates through the Body. 
 

14 For it is the life of all flesh. Its blood sustains its life. Therefore I said to the children 
of Israel, ‘You shall not eat the blood of any flesh, for the life of all flesh is its blood. 
Whoever eats it shall be cut off.’ Leviticus 17:14
